From here, spend
your days visiting geysers, volcanoes, and
hot springs, and then watch the sun set
over the vast white plain of the world’s larg-
est salt flat with pink flamingos for com-
pany. Explore the hieroglyphics, churches,
and traditional alpaca farms surrounding
Awasi, and, when the desert cools down, en-
joy the night with Andean amenities, curl-
ing up fireside with a locally woven blanket
and a glass of red Chilean carmenére. From
$1,340 per person, including all meals and
beverages, transfers, guided outings, and one
MASSEge per person.

PERU
RUINS LESS TRAVELED

There’s no deny-
ing the majesty of
Machu Picchu, but
in the area sur-
rounding Las Ca-
sitas del Colca,
in southern Peru’s
Andes, you'll also
find Incan ruins,
mountain villages, and spectacular hiking
trails, though you're morelikely to encounter
arare Andean condor thana crowd. Twice as
deep as the Grand Canyon, Colca’s gentler
inclines make it better suited to hiking and
horseback riding. Work up an appetite and
head to the resort’s restaurant, provisioned
by its organic farm. Happy hour happens
three times each day, when guests are invit-
ed to bottle-feed the baby alpacas. The last

feeding takes place at 2:30, leaving plenty of
time for a pisco sour in your private heated
pool. Doubles from $800, including breakfust
daily, one 30-minute massage per person, and
halfoff one additional spa treatment.
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
